Monitor Registration Instructions

Know where you are going and when you are supposed to be there (contact your club president if you do not know).  Know your contact should you get lost.  Bring a pen.  Arrive to your club assignment ON TIME or better yet get there early.  If you do not show up at your designated assignment, then your club will be penalized.  Failure to cooperate will result in the SHUT DOWN of your club’s registration (temporary or permanent for the day) until another monitor can be found.

All monitors MUST sign in.  SIGN in on each WORKSHEET you will be using.  Monitors print their full name, sign, initial, and state what club you are representing.  Note the sign in time and sign out time.

The monitor worksheet is provided as a registration supplement sheet used by the monitor to help ensure critical data entries on the registration form are entered accurately, processed correctly, and to assist in the identification of lost or missing registration forms.  Monitor worksheets will be filled out by the MONITOR and RETAINED by the monitor until the end of the day.  At the end of the day, the monitor will deliver the worksheets to the SITE booster club president.

There are 4 different types of worksheets (one for each line you are allowed), 2 for drill and 2 for football.  One drill/football is for RESERVES only (Type 1) , the other drill/football is for NEW or NEW/RESERVE applicants (Type 2).  See sample worksheets.
